This week in Bluebell Class we 

have been continuing to explore 

our Superhero theme. In EYFS we 

have been delving into creative 

and often dramatic role play, as 

we turned our role play area into 

our Superheroes’ Headquarters. 

We have enjoyed designing and 

making superhero masks and 

creating some junk model boxes 

and painting them to represent 

buildings. We have also been using 

our fine motor skills to extract 

(using tweezers) and cut the tape 

to release our poor trapped toy 

victims! 

In KS1 we have been working 

really hard on developing our 

innovative story of Supertato. We 

created a story map of our 

adapted version, brainstormed 

ideas and share wrote sections of 

the story with our adaptations. We 

have also been enjoying our topic 

about Money in Maths, and 

recognizing the coins, ordering 

coins in terms of value and adding 

amounts to make a total.
