Class we have enjoyed reading our 

new focus text, ‘Supertato’. We have 

designed and created our own 

‘Supertatoes’ using our D&T skills 

and we have used speech bubbles to 

compose our own super hero catch-

phrases.In KS1 we focused on 

punctuation using speech marks and 

exclamation marks. We also worked 

on developing interesting adjectives 

and challenged ourselves to write 

expanded noun phrases when 

describing the main characters in the 

story. EYFS have been exploring and 

investigating our current season of 

winter. Earlier this week we created 

our own winter ice ornaments, using 

water, cranberries, pine, evergreen 

leaves and a sprinkle of glitter for the 

sparkle effect, after which we placed 

the winter ornaments in the freezer. 

We were excited to see the change 

from water to ice and we tied the 

ornaments up outside to see how long 

they would last outside before they 

melted. Sadly, it did not take very 

long, but regardless it was still lots of 

fun to watch the ice melt!
